competitors provide their own breaking boards. 
• Juniors who turn 17 this year may compete either as Seniors or Juniors 

(individual, pair, team — standard or creative).

Eligibility All HTS clubs/competitors and foreign clubs/federations 

Equipment Each club must provide required equipment for its competitors
